External Conflicts

Definition : Challenges that come from outside the character,
such as problems with people, environment, or situations.

Impact : Forces the character to take action or make decisions.

Example : Maya’s artwork is rejected by a gallery. This external
conflictis atangible problem she mustdeal with, which can lead
herto either improve her work or find new opportunities.

Combining Both Conflicts

Definition : Internal and external conflicts are often connected,
making the character’s struggle more intense and layered.

Impact : Creates amore engaging and realistic story.

Example : Maya's internal fear of failure is made worse by the
gallery’s rejection. This combination of fears and challenges

makes herjourney more compelling.

Why Internal Conflicts Matter
Reason : Adds depth and relatability to the character.
Effect: Showsthe character’s personal struggles and emotionall

journey.

Why External Conflicts Matter
Reason : Drives the plot forward with obstacles.
Effect : Provides action and challenges for the character to

overcome.

Including both types of conflicts helps to create a richer, more
engaging story and keeps readers invested in the character’s

journey.

"Understanding the Third
Conditional: What Could
Have Been"

The third conditional
is used to talk about
imaginary situations in the
past—things that didn’t
actually happen but could
have. Here"s how it works:

Structure : "If + past
perfect, + would have +
past participle.”

Example : "If I had studied
harder, | would have passed
the exam." (I didn’t study
hard, so | didn’t pass.)

Use it for regrets or

missed opportunities:
You use it to express what
might have happened
differently if the past had
been different.

Example : "If they had left
earlier, they wouldn’t have
missed the train."

Remember : It’s all about
looking back at what
could have changed a past
outcome.
